You must take an Intermediate Seminar if you enter UMass Boston with fewer than 90 credits 
either as a new freshman or as a transfer student. 
Take a course at the 200-level which has the suffix “G” after the course number, clearly labeled 
as an Intermediate Seminar, if you are in: 

• College of Liberal Arts (CLA) 
• College of Science and Mathematics (CSM) 
• College of Education and Human Development (CEHD) 
• College of Public and Community Service (CPCS)
