	To complete ALEKS, you will need the appropriate technology: a Windows personal computer, MacOS, or an iPad. You must also have a webcam. Chromebooks will not allow access to ALEKS.
	

	
	Accessing ALEKS
	Log into WISER→My Academics→Placement Testing→ALEKS Math Place, Prep, Learn. Make sure the pop-up blocker on the internet browser is disabled or the link will not open. Also close out of any other applications before logging into ALEKS.
